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I'm a huge fan of the King's Bounty series, I've completed them all. So I thought that Braveland Pirate would be somewhat like
King's Bounty light. It is in a way, it has maybe 10% of the complexity, variety and fun factor.

BP isn't terrible but it is mostly a grind. There is so little strategy in the turn based battles (99% of the game) that you can pretty
much sleep walk through them. I can't really recommend BP because for the same money you could buy any of the Kings
Bounty games.. At first the idea of having the main "Hero" fight alongside your troops kinda sounded cool, however once he
faints in combat you lose his special "Tricks" abilities which totally sucks.

Also who was the numbskull who decided your first troop SHOULD be the Cabin boy which is an extremely weak ranged
attack unit? The basic melee "Pirate" unit SHOULD have been the first troop we get in the game, that is if we follow the
formula the first two games provided.

Jim (the hero) SHOULDN'T count as the initial unit since there is only one of him throughout the game.. RECOMMENDED
WITH CAVEAT!

If you're a seasoned player of turn-based or strategy games, you'll probably find the Braveland series of games to be short and a
little dull. I beat this game in about four hours of total playing, and I'm not exactly the greatest gamer of all time. For someone
like me, I think this game needs a LOT more for me to want to play it again anytime soon.

Instead, I recommend this for kids and people who are new to these kind of games, or to games in general. On that level, it may
prove to be an enjoyable introduction to video games, and help someone get ready for something more serious, like Heroes of
Might and Magic (which it resembles), Civilization, or some other kind of turn-based strategy game.

So far, all the Braveland games are pretty basic. However, "basic" is not a bad thing, and for what it is, I don't think this game is
bad or deserves most of the thumbs-down ratings that it has gotten. It works as it says it will, and it's not excessively complex.
That's more than I can say for many game series that are ridiculously hyped up and yet don't deliver; but that also might be too
easy for me to say.. All of the Braveland games comprise fun, relatively quick turn-based battles in straight-forward campaigns.
You might lose a couple of battles along the way, but you won't find yourself banging your head against any walls. There is some
room for tailoring your approach and your squad, but you don't have to be Napoleon or Patton or even especially careful with
your choices. These aren't the kinds of games that win awards and inspire conventions. They are the kinds of games you play for
20 minutes at a time, until you've completed the campaigns, and then delete them from your system.

"It does not overstay its welcome" may sound like faint praise. On the other hand, I own and never completed the campaigns for
Skyrim and Amalur, despite putting over a hundred hours into each. I also own and have completed the campaigns for all three
Bravelands, having played each for about 8 hours. Surely every Steam library has room for a couple of relaxing titles that are
won and done.. A bit grindy and repetitive, but still fun to play.
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Strange game - on the surface it seems like it looks on the store page. Once you play it the game is not tolerable. Lots of dialog
boxes that you can't esc out of. repetative combat which is weak.

Not nearly as complex
as something like Final Fantasy Tactics, but just deep enough to keep me going.. This is the third and final game in the
Braveland series. They're fairly casual turn based strategy games, with a little bit of RPG and stat-building. This one started off
a little on the difficult side, even on Regular difficulty, but by the halfway point, I was overpowered enough that I think I only
lost one fight from that point. The art and gameplay is as charming as ever, and the story, such as it is, does a good job of
separating the game sections out. If you haven't played the other Braveland games, you should still be able to get through this
without any problem, and there really isn't much connectivity between the three games. But if you want a fairly casual turn
based strategy game, this series is a good starter. Though I would recommend Renowned Explorers for a slightly deeper Turn
Based experience. This game took about 11 hours to finish.
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
